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Great Ways to Use 
These Pages:
P Storytelling Tool: Photocopy the Bible story coloring
page to use as a visual aid during storytelling time. As
you tell the story, color in parts of the picture to keep
children’s interest and to help them focus on the part
of the story you are telling. For larger groups, make
transparencies and color them on an overhead projector as you tell the story.

P Felt Board Figures: Glue a colored Bible story coloring page to poster board.
Cut out the main characters and then glue strips of felt to the backs of the charac-
ters. Use them with a felt board to give visual impact to your Bible storytelling.

P Story Review: Photocopy a coloring page for each student.
After telling the story, ask questions to review the story as

children color.

P Review for Early Arrivals and Transition
Times: Photocopy coloring pages of Bible stories
you have recently talked about. Early arrivals
can have a choice of pictures to color, giving
you opportunities to ask questions and talk with

children about those stories. Also have copies available for children who finish an
activity ahead of others and for other transition times.  

P Coloring Game: After you’ve told the Bible story, place a variety of colored
markers on the table. Distribute copies of the Bible story coloring page. Volunteers
tell one part of the Bible story. Then each child chooses a marker and uses it to
color one part of his or her page. When they’re finished,
children put markers down and volunteers tell
another part of the story. Children then choose
another marker and color another part of the
page. Repeat the process until the pages (and
story!) are completed.
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P Concentration Game: Photocopy a set of two pictures of each story you have
talked about recently. Invite volunteers to color each set alike. Then place the pic-
tures facedown on the floor. Children take turns turning over two pictures at a time,
trying to find two matching pictures. Play continues until all picture sets have been
paired.

P Guessing Game: Color (or invite volunteers to color) five or more coloring pages
of Bible stories you have talked about. Display completed
pictures. Give three clues for a story. Children try to guess
which story you are describing. For example, for “Jesus is
born” you could say, “I’m thinking of a happy night. I’m
thinking of some good news that some people heard.
I’m thinking of a very special baby.”

P Individual Coloring Books: Photocopy several Bible
story coloring pages for each child in your class. Fold
11x17-inch (28x43-cm) construction paper in half, insert
pages and staple to make individual coloring books.

P Bible Story Puzzle: Color and then
paste a completed Bible story coloring

page onto poster board. Cover with clear adhesive paper and
cut into puzzle pieces. Place puzzle pieces in a resealable

sandwich bag and label. Make several puzzles and offer
them during transition times or to early arrivals.

P Puppets: Color (or invite children to color) the main characters on the Bible story
coloring page. Glue the colored page to poster board. Cut around the figures and
glue the characters to craft sticks. Give to children to use as stick puppets. 

P Parent Involvement: Send home with children two copies of a
Bible story coloring page with the story photocopied on the back.
Include a note to encourage parents to read the Bible story
and color the pages with their children.

P Special Gift: Give this book to your children as a
great substitute for secular coloring books.

ore things that

W
e can read about them

Soon he w
as so

tired and sad that he sat under a bush and fell
asleep. H

e w
anted to die! But an angel cam

e and
gave Elijah som

e bread and a jar of w
ater. N

ow
Elijah felt stronger! H

e w
alked for 40 days and

nights! H
e cam

e to a cave in the m
ountains. 

G
od talked to Elijah again. G

od told Elijah to stand
out on the m

ountain, so G
od could speak to him

.
Elijah did w

hat G
od said. First, a pow

erful w
ind

blew
. It ripped the rocks off the m

ountain! Then a
huge earthquake shook the m

ountain. A
fter that,

a fire sw
ept across the m

ountain. But Elijah didn’t
hear G

od’s voice w
hen any of those things hap-

pened! Finally, Elijah heard a soft, gentle w
hisper.

Elijah put his coat over his face and listened to
G

od. G
od told him

 to go find a m
an nam

ed Elisha.
Elisha w

ould be G
od’s next prophet. Elijah w

as
glad to hear G

od’s m
essage!

Elijah listens to G
od.

King Jehoshaphat asked everyone to com
e to

Jerusalem
 to pray to G

od for help. M
any people

cam
e—

from
 grandparents to children. The king

stood up in front of everyone and prayed for 
G

od to save them
. G

od heard their prayers. 
G

od prom
ised to help them

. 

G
od told the people to m

arch to the top of a
m

ountain. Jehoshaphat gathered his arm
y

together. To show
 that they loved G

od and
believed H

is prom
ise to help them

, the people

chose singers to lead the arm
y instead of soldiers.

The singers m
arched ahead of the arm

y, playing
their cym

bals and harps. They sang, “G
ive thanks

to the Lord, for H
is love lasts forever.”

W
hile they w

ere m
arching to the m

ountain, G
od

caused som
ething am

azing to happen. The three
enem

y arm
ies began fighting each other! Soon

there w
as no one left to fight!

The arm
y returned hom

e, singing praises to G
od.

Everyone heard how
 G

od fought the battle for
them

 and answ
ered their prayers. A

ll the other
arm

ies w
ere afraid of G

od’s people now
. There

w
as peace for a long tim

e because G
od’s people

had obeyed G
od and praised H

im
!

G
od’s people sing praises.

Isaiah w
rote that this Savior sent by G

od w
ould 

be know
n by m

any nam
es. O

ne nam
e w

as the
W

onderful Counselor, because H
e w

ould teach
H

is people how
 to follow

 G
od. Isaiah also called

this Savior the M
ighty G

od, the Everlasting Father
and the Prince of Peace. The Savior w

ould be
G

od’s ow
n Son! 

A
bout the sam

e tim
e Isaiah w

as telling G
od’s

m
essages, G

od sent another prophet nam
ed

M
icah. M

icah told the people that a ruler w
ould

be born in Bethlehem
, even though Bethlehem

w
as a little tow

n that didn’t seem
 very im

portant.
M

icah said this ruler w
ould be different from

 any
other ruler the people had know

n. H
e w

ould save
people from

 death.

W
hen the people heard G

od’s prom
ises to send 

a Savior, they w
ere happy at the new

s. But then
they began to disobey G

od again. G
od, how

ever,
did not forget H

is prom
ise of a Savior. Seven hun-

dred years later, in the little tow
n of Bethlehem

,
this great Savior w

as born. H
is nam

e w
as Jesus!

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D
aniel w

as a m
an w

ho had loved and obeyed

od his w
hole life. O

ne w
ay he show

ed his love

as also the m
ost im

portant helper 
of the king of Babylon. Som

e of the other helpers
w

ere jealous of D
aniel. They tried to find som

e-
thing w

rong that D
aniel had done, so they could

tell the king and get D
aniel into trouble. But D

aniel
w

as alw
ays w

ise and honest.

Finally the jealous helpers planned a w
ay to get

D
aniel in trouble w

ith the king. They tricked the
king into signing a law

 that said no one could
pray to anyone except the king for 30 days. The
next day, D

aniel prayed to G
od three tim

es a day
just like he alw

ays did. Som
e of the helpers w

ere

w
aiting by D

aniel’s open w
indow

. W
hen they saw

him
 praying to G

od, they took him
 to the king.

The king did not w
ant to punish D

aniel, but he
couldn’t change the law

. So D
aniel w

as throw
n

into a den full of lions! A
ll during the night the king

w
as w

orried about D
aniel. In the m

orning the king
ran to the lions’ den to see if D

aniel w
as still alive. 

D
aniel w

as alive! H
e told the king that G

od had
sent an angel to shut the lions’ m

ouths. The king
ordered D

aniel to be taken out of the den. Then
the king told everyone how

 G
od protected D

aniel.
The king m

ade a new
 rule that everyone should

love G
od and pray only to H

im
!

D
aniel keeps praying. 

D
aniel 6
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For m
any years, G

od’s people did not obey G
od’s

W
ord. So G

od let an arm
y take them

 from
 their

hom
es to live in a faraw

ay country. But G
od had

prom
ised to bring them

 back to Israel. A
nd H

e
did! But the people still didn’t obey or rem

em
ber

G
od’s W

ord.

N
ehem

iah and Ezra w
ere tw

o of the leaders w
ho

cam
e back to Israel. These m

en loved G
od and

w
anted to obey H

im
. But the people they led back

to Israel did not know
 w

hat G
od’s W

ord said. The
people did not know

 how
 to love and obey G

od.
N

ehem
iah and Ezra sent a m

essage to all the
people, inviting them

 to com
e together. 

Soon hundreds and hundreds of people gathered
together. Ezra clim

bed on a high platform
. Everyone

could see and hear him
. W

hen Ezra opened the
scroll of G

od’s W
ord, the people stood up. They

stood for hours listening to Ezra and his helpers
read G

od’s W
ord aloud. They heard how

 G
od had

cared for them
 for m

any years. Ezra and N
ehe-

m
iah helped the people understand G

od’s W
ord. 

G
od’s people learned that they had not obeyed

G
od. M

any people cried as they listened. But Ezra
told them

as not a day to cry. It w

as a day to
celebrate! N

people celebrated by eating together and shar-

s. So G

od put a very
bright star in the sky. The w

ise m
en knew

 this star
m

eant a great new
 King had been born.

The w
ise m

en w
anted to find the King and take

H
im

 gifts. They packed special perfum
es and gold

into bundles on their cam
els and set off across

the desert. Finally they cam
e to Jerusalem

. They

ent to talk to the king there. H
is nam

e w
as

H
erod.

“W
here is the new

 King that has been born? W
e

have seen H
is star and are com

ing to bring H
im

gifts.” King H
erod w

as surprised to hear about
another king. H

e asked the priests and teachers
w

here the new
 king w

as. They told him

od w
ill

send a great King to be born in Bethlehem
!”

H
erod told the w

ise m
en to find this new

 King in
Bethlehem

. Then they should com
e back to tell

him
.

A
s the w

ise m
en rode their cam

els to Bethlehem

the sam
e bright star that they had seen before led

 again. The star led them

 to the house w
here

little Jesus w
as living w

ith Joseph and M
ary. The

w
ise m

en took their gifts into the house and knelt
dow

n in front of Jesus. This little boy w
as the King

they had been looking for! 

A
fter they visited Jesus, the w

ise m
en w

ere
w

arned in a dream
 not to go back to H

erod.
H

erod w
as jealous and w

anted to hurt Jesus! 
So the w

ise m
en took a path hom

e that led
aw

ay from
 H

erod.

ise m

en travel to find Jesus. 
M

atthew
 2:1-12
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Sim
eon w

as an old m
an w

ho lived in Jerusa-
lem

. H
e loved G

od and w
as often at the Tem

ple,
praying and singing praises to G

od. G
od had

prom
ised Sim

eon that before he died, he w
ould

see G
od’s chosen Son w

ho w
ould save people

from
 their sins.

O
ne day Sim

eon w
as at the Tem

ple. H
e saw

 M
ary

and Joseph bringing baby Jesus to be dedicated
at the Tem

ple. Parents did this w
hen they w

anted
their children to love and obey G

od. M
ost people

probably did not even notice baby Jesus. But
Sim

eon ran up to M
ary and Joseph. G

od helped
Sim

eon know
 this baby w

as Jesus, the Savior he
had been w

aiting to see!

Sim
eon took Jesus in his arm

M
ary and Joseph w

bubble, his legs w

eak he couldn’t get into
the pool. A

nd he had no one to help him
. 

Jesus w
alked over to this m

an. “D
o you w

ant to
get w

ell?” Jesus asked. The m
an told Jesus that

he w
as very sick, but he could never get to the

ater at the right tim

e.

Jesus looked at the m
an and said, “Pick up your

at and w

alk!” The m
an did just w

hat Jesus told
him

. Right then, he w

ade w
ell! For the first

e in 38 years, the m

portant than having lots of m

oney.

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Jesus told a story to help people understand how
m

uch G
od loves them

.

om

an w
ho had 10 silver

coins. These coins w
ere w

orth a lot of m
oney. 

She had gotten them
 w

an noticed that one 
of her coins w

as m
issing!

“The w
om

an w
as very w

orried! She lit a lam
p, so

she could see all around her house. Then she

One of the ways Jesus’ friends showed their love was by sharing
everything they had. 

Some people had lots of food and clothing. But they didn’t keep it 
all for themselves. They shared their food and clothes with people
who had no food and clothing. If a family had more food than they
needed, they gave it to people who did not have enough food. 

One of Jesus’ friends who shared was a man named Barnabas. He
was a cheerful, happy man. He helped other people so much that his
friends gave him a nickname. His nickname meant something like
“Mr. Helper.” 

Barnabas owned a field. He could have kept it for himself. But instead,
Barnabas sold the land. Barnabas could have spent that money. But
Barnabas took the money to the leaders of Jesus’ followers. He said,
“Here, share this money with people who need it.”

Barnabas wanted to do what was right. So Barnabas showed he
loved Jesus by sharing with other people.
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O
ne day Paul and Barnabas w

ent to the tow
n of

Lystra. The people of Lystra believed in a false god
nam

ed Zeus. But Paul and Barnabas told a crow
d

of people the good new
s about Jesus. 

In the crow
d, there w

as a m
an w

ho w
